Receive the Word as
GodOs Very Own Word

When Paul writes to the Thessalonians,
he does so with great a! ection. In today’s
selection from his first letter to the
Thessalonians, he even refers to himself
as a nursing mother in his care for them.
What impresses Paul most of all about
his beloved Thessalonian community

is the way that they received the word
he preached to them. They received his
word, he says, not just as a human word
but as God's very own word.

The positive and a! ectionate words of
Paul contrast sharply with the message
of the prophet Malachi and the warnings
of Jesus in the Gospel of Matthew. For
Malachi, the priests of the temple whom
he addresses have distorted God's word
and bent it to their design. And that is
what he identifies as a breaking of faith.

In a similar but somewhat di! erent way,

Jesus identifies an inconsistency among
the religious leaders he addresses. They

In his great goodness, God decided
to reveal himself to humanity. He
communicates his truth and his design
for humanity. Often in history, he has
used a human word as his instrument
of communication and revelation.

In an unparalleled and definitive way,
he has spoken to us through his Son,
Jesus Christ, the word made flesh
(Cf. the Second Vatican Council,
Dogmatic Constitution on Divine
Revelation, nos. 2—6).

communicate God's words of truth and
the Law, but they themselves fail to
actually live according to that word
and law.

The three readings for today describe
a perennial challenge. God's very own
word comes to his people who, of
course, are completely human. In this
encounter of the divine word with a
limited humanity marked by sin, there
is always the danger that God's word
will be distorted either in not being
understood correctly or in not being
lived out authentically. The great
challenge is—as Saint Paul tells us—to
receive the word of God not on our
terms but on God'’s terms, as God's very
own word.
